(3) Safety Functions

The Dakewe Slide Printer is equipped with safety functions and complete software.

1.Indicator light and Hopper Lights

The Dakewe Slide Printer is equipped with a status indicator light and hopper lights. The status
indicator is located above the touch screen. Users can know the status of the instrument in real time based
on the color change of the status indicator. The hopper lights inside the instrument are designed for aiding
users to observe the slides in the hoppers from the visible window. Meanwhile, the color of the hopper

lights is consistent with that of the indicator, which can also reflect the operation of the instrument.
* blue: Indicates that the instrument is idling;
e green: Indicates that the instrument is printing;
* red: Indicates an abnormality occurs on the instrument.

II1. Initial Installation

(1) Device Overview

The Dakewe Slide Printer is a professional printer specially designed for pathological tissue slides. It
can print English letters, numbers, Chinese characters, one-dimensional codes (barcodes), QR codes,
pictures (bitmap formats supported by the current system: .DXF, .PLT, .SVG) on the painted surface of the
glass slide. The printed information can withstand the immersion of alcohol, xylene and acid/alkaline
chemical reagents under high-temperature conditions, and is suitable for long-term storage.

The Dakewe Slide Printer mainly consists of 10 modules: slide in/output module, slide transfer
module, slide translation module, on-demand output hopper (not applicable for S200 Pro), print module,
control system, power supply system, safety module, air purification system, and human-machine

interaction system.

(2) Requirements for Installation

* The device requires an installation area of about (L¥*W*H) 600*400*800 mm.

* The device power supply range is 100 - 240VAC and the power cord should be a dedicate cable
that conforms to the local power supply.

* The device should be installed at a place where the main power switch can be easily accessible at
any time. Never connect the device to a power strip. Instead, it must be connected to a grounded mains
socket-outlet.

* The operator should ensure that electrostatic discharge (ESD) safety precautions are in place.

* The device is for indoor use only. Do not use the device indoors where there is a risk of explosion.
Avoid collisions, direct sunlight, and frequent electricity fluctuation.

* Considering the weight of the device, the workbench should have the capacity and stiffness to
carry the weight of the device.

* The room temperature should be always maintained between +10 ° C and +35 ° C; the

installation site must be well ventilated and free from any sources of ignition.

(3) Unpacking and Installation

1. Unpacking requirements

* The device needs to have enough space when being unpacked. The sides and the rear of the device
should be at least 1 m away from the wall.

* To take the device out of the pallet, always reserve at least 1.5 m space in front of the device, and
move the device packaging box as close to the final installation site as possible.

* At least two people are required to unpack and carry down the device.

e If there is a large temperature difference between the warehouse and the
! installation site and the air humidity is high, condensation may form inside the

device. In this case, you must wait for at least two hours before turning on the

device, otherwise the device would be damaged.

* Before unpacking, please check that the packaging box is intact, and no damages

or deformities in appearance. In case of any of the conditions above, please mark on

the shipping documents accordingly.

* To ensure the device will operate properly, the device should be installed with at

least 100 mm space around the device for ventilation.

2. Remove the wooden crate

The following steps are required for removing the crate:

(1) Remove the fasteners using a disassembly tool or a flat-blade screwdriver (Figure 3-6).

(2) Align the disassembly tool (or flat-blade screwdriver) with the round hole at the bend of the
fastener and press in the direction of the force point (Figure3-8).

(3) Remove the foam in the box, and take the instrument out.

(4) To reassemble the crate: press the fasteners into the slots on the box based on the length direction.

3. Checking components

Check the components to be installed according to the packing list. Components include: Power cord
(Figure3- 9). Slides (Figure3- 10). USB drive (Figure3- 11). Ethernet cable (Figure3- 12). USB network

interface card (Figure3- 13). Vacuum cleaner (Figure3- 14).

4. Loading slides

The Slide Printers S200 ((Figure 3-15) and S200 ((Figure 3-16) Pro are equipped with two input
hoppers (input hoppers A and B), while S100 is equipped with the input hopper A only (Figure 3-17).

The input hopper A is on the right side and input hopper B is on the left side, with a loading capacity
of 100 slides in each .

The Dakewe Slide Printer S200 and S200Pro will consume the slides in the input hopper A during
printing. When the input hopper A is not loaded with slides or the slides are exhausted, the software will
automatically detect the slides availability in input hopper B; if slides are loaded in the input hopper B,
printing continues, otherwise the software system will stop printing, give a voice prompt “please fill slides”,

and unlock the input hoppers and the batch output hopper.

Before loading the slides, check that the slides are in good situation (no adhesion between the
slides,no broken slides, etc.).

Loading slides: Wear gloves and use the thumb and the rest of the fingers to hold the top and bottom
of the slides to keep it neat; put it in from the top of the columns and move it down vertically along the
columns (Figure 3-19).

When loading slides, pay attention to the orientation and front and back of the painted surface of the
slides, and load the slides strictly in accordance with the direction of the painted surface up and towards the

handle (Figure 3-20).

The columns of the three hoppers are slightly different in structure. The input

hopper A (Figure 3-21) is low on the left and the right is high, and the input hopper
B (Figure 3-18) is high on the left and low on the right. Batch output hopper has

equally high columns. Three hoppers cannot be used exchangeably.

(4) Turning on/off the Instrument

1. Power connection

Connect the power cord provided for the device to the external power cord connector. Before connecting

the power supply, ensure that the power switch is at the "O" position (Figure 3-22).

2. Turning on the instrument

The following six steps are required to start the Dakewe Slide Printer:
(1) Connect the power switch of the instrument to a grounded power outlet.

(2) Turn on the main power switch on the back of the instrument and keep the switch at the “ |  end.
(3) After the power is turned on for the first time and the main power switch is turned on, the
instrument will automatically start the operation.
(4) Turn on the instrument daily: Select the on/off button on the front of the instrument, and short
press the on/off button for 1s to start the instrument.

(5) The software is initialized, i.e., instrument self-test; wait for the initialization to be completed.

(6) After the instrument is initialized, the software enters the main interface.

* Daily startup of the device: Select the ON/OFF button on the right side of the
device (Figure 4-17), and briefly press the ON/OFF button.

* Please follow the steps provided above to completely shut down the instrument.
Turning off the instrument in other ways may cause serious damage to the

instrument hardware and result in data loss.

3. Turning off the Instrument

The following three steps are required to completely turn off the Dakewe Slide Printer:

(1) Long press the ON/OFF button in the front of the instrument for 3 seconds so that the software will
pop up the account logout prompt to enter the shutdown process.

(2) After the touch screen turns off, the shutdown process is complete.

(3) Instrument outage: Select the main power switch on the back of the instrument to keep the switch

at the “O” end (this step is not necessary during the use of the instrument).

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IV. Instructions before Use

(1) Description of Print Method

1. Print mode

The Dakewe Slide Printer S200 has three options for print mode: on-demand mode, batch mode, and
auto mode, which can be changed on the homepage or [Menu] - [Print Settings] - [Others] interface. The

S200Pro has the batch mode only, and the S100 has the on-demand mode only.

On-demand printing mode: After the ID is printed, the slides can be taken out from the on-demand
output. For S200 (Figure 4-1), it is advised to remove the slides from the output when 1-3 slides are
accumulated. For S100 (Figure 4-2), printing stops once 20 slides are printed and stored in the on-demand

output hopper.

Batch printing mode: The printed slides are delivered to the batch output hopper. To ensure smooth
operation, the software stops printing when the number of slides stored in the output hopper reaches its
capacity, and give a voice prompt of "Please take out the slides from the output hopper". The S200 (Figure
4-3) batch output hopper has a standard capacity of 50 slides; the S200Pro (Figure 4-4) output hopper has a
standard capacity of 100 slides.

Auto mode: The appropriate output hopper is automatically selected according to the number of print

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jobs added. If the number of print jobs is less than or equal to 5, the on-demand mode will be automatically
selected ; if the number of print jobs is greater than 5, the batch mode will be automatically selected. In

auto mode, switching output mode manually is available.

2. Print channels

The Dakewe Slide Printer S200 and S200Pro have three options for print channel: Both Hoppers,
Hopper B, and Hopper A. If you want to change the print channel, you can configure the “Hopper” to the
homepage and change it on the homepage, or you can enter the [Menu] - [Print Settings] - [Others]
interface to change it. The print channel cannot be switched for S100 as it is equipped with input hopper A
only.

Both Hoppers: Alternately use the slides in both input hoppers for printing. The slides in the input
hopper A are consumed first.

Hopper B: Only use the slides in input hopper B for printing.

3. Print Rules

The pathology ID is mainly composed of prefix, year, main ID, separator, section, sub ID, and suffix
(Figure 4-5).

Prefix: A special identification of pathological tissues used to distinguish different pathological

tissues.It is added to the forefront of the pathology ID entry. See section 4.5.1 ID Setting.
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Year: The tissues are sorted by year, and it is displayed after the prefix, which is the year of the
system time. See section 4.5.2 ID Composition.

Main ID: The main component of the pathology ID, which is the ID of the tissue, is displayed after
the year. See section 4.5.2 ID Composition.

Separator: It is a symbol to separate the Main ID from the Sub ID, which is displayed after the Main
ID. See section 4.5.1 ID Setting.

Section: Indicates the location or the organ in the body of the tissue where the specimen is extracted
from or . It is displayed after the Separator. See section 4.5.2 ID Composition.

Sub ID No.: The sampling quantity for the same tissue, the Sub ID No. is displayed after the Section.
See section 4.5.2 ID Composition.

Suffix: A special identification of tissues, which is used to distinguish different tissues. See section

4.5.1 ID Setting.

4. Print Order

The Dakewe Slide Printer has three print orders: By Main ID Reversive, By Main ID Sequential, and

By Sub ID No. Sequential, which can be changed on the [Menu] - [Print Settings] - [Others] interface.

By Main ID Reversive: The pathology ID added first are printed first, and new print jobs can be added
during printing. The printing outcome is as follows: “23-12345-01, 23-12346-01".

By Main ID Sequential: The pathology IDs added first are printed. New print jobs cannot be added during
printing. The printing outcome is as follows: “23-12346-01, 23-12345-01"".

By Sub ID No. Sequential: The pathology ID added first are printed first. When there are multiple
Sub ID following the same pathology ID, the greater Sub ID is printed first. The printing outcome is as
follows: “23-12345-01, 23-12346-02, 23-12346-01".

5. On-demand Output Detection (Available for S200 Only)

By default, the instrument enables “On-demand output detection”. Message and voice prompt will pop up
when using on-demand printing mode and the following situations occur:
* Too many slides in the on-demand output hopper: remove the slides in the on-demand output

hopper, and click the “Print” button in the message box to continue printing;

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* The slide failed to glide out completely: Click the “Print” button in the message box to shake the

slide out and glide down along the on-demand output hopper; after taking out the slides, click the
“ Print ” button to continue printing. If the message box appears continuously, please check whether

there is a slide adhering to the on-demand output slideway.

6. Slide Surface Detection
By default, the instrument enables the slide surface detection. If the paint side of the slide added to the
hopper is facing downward (improper position), the instrument will stop printing and prompt “Please check

the slides in hopper A/B are placed correctly!”.

(2) Scan to Print

The user needs to perform the following three steps to enable the scanning print function:

Step 1: Prepare a USB scanner, and connect to the USB port on the back of the instrument;

Step 2: Enter the [Menu] - [System Settings] interface (Figure 4-7), select the serial port

1. Create a new scan parsing rule

Click the "New" button, and an interface appears as shown in Figure 4-9.

* Enter the file name: The File Name is a required field for naming the newly added scan parsing
rule for purpose of differentiating parsing rules.

* Enter the separator: The Separator is activated when checked to differentiate fields with different
meanings in the QR code information; it may be set as a letter/number/symbol or their combinations,
but it must not be empty.

* Select the field to be parsed: Each field can only be parsed once under the same parsing rule.

* Filling of correlation and use of segmentation: See 8.4.2 Correlation and segmentation.

¢ Sub ID increments when scanned: Activated when checked. When the same QR code or barcode is
scanned continuously, the Pathology ID number is increased by 1 after each scanning.

e Pathology ID Concatenate: Check "Pathology ID Concatenate", and the pathologyld field in the
template will display the 8 fields concatenated in sequence (Figure 4-11).

[Note]: If the field to be parsed contains the "Prefix", "Suffix", "Custom1", "Custom2", "Custom3",

"Custom4" and "Custom5", and "Pathology ID Concatenate" is applied, the concatenated content displayed
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in the pathologyld field will be the content parsed; if the field to be parsed does not contain the "Prefix",
"Suffix", "Custom 1-5", and "Pathology ID Concatenate" is applied, the concatenated content displayed in

The template preview area has a two-dimensional orientation map displaying the real time preview of

the template chosen in the print parameters.

The permission can be set on the [Menu] - [System Settings] interface. If it is selected, it will be
enabled; otherwise, it will not be enabled. It is required to click the “Save” button after it is selected or
canceled. The user can select a permission level from the drop-down list. After the setting is complete, and

click the “Save” button to take effect after setting.

Account levels
The Dakewe Slide Printer has 3 levels of permission: Operator, Admin, and Root. The Admin can

only be created by the Root, and the operator can only be created by the Admin.

V. Computer Software

1. Top Status Bar

It is located at the top of the homepage and mainly displays the following information:

2. Side Menu Bar

The side menu bar, which is shrinkable, is used to switch sub-interfaces.

3. Print Settings

The content of the “Print Settings” on the homepage of the PC software changes synchronously with
that of the instrument software, and their operation modes are the same. For details, see section 4.5
Homepage - print settings.

4. Pathology ID Settings
It is used to input ID, Section, Sub ID NO. and Sub ID Count, supporting single or batch addition of IDs.

5. Hopper Status

It displays the remaining slides in Hopper A and B, the stored slides in the batch output, the preview
of the ID that is currently printed, and the total amount of IDs printed today. The remaining slides in hopper
B and batch output capacity are not available on S100. Yellow input hopper indicator implies that the
hopper will be empty soon. Yellow output hopper indicator implies that the output hopper is about to be
fully loaded. Red input hopper indicator implies that the output hopper is fully loaded.

6. Template Preview

It shows the preview of the ID currently printed.
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7. Print Jobs List

It displays the number of ID printed and to be printed on that day and the ID pending list. The user can

click the pending ID or click “All” to perform the operations of “Delete” or “Prior” for ID.
(5) Print Settings

The Print Settings interface of the PC Software consists of ID Settings, ID Composition, and Others
(Figure 5-13). The functions and setting methods are basically the same as those of the Instrument Software.

Custom 5 wrap: This function can be used when a line is too long and its content needs to be
displayed in a new line. After clicking, a drop-down box will appear on the right. Under “Custom 5 wrap”,
the user can select a number so that a new line will be enabled when the number of characters in a line
exceeds such number.

Template Settings: Select the template, and click the "Edit" button to enter the Template Editing
interface for addition or modification of a template. The template can be edited through either the
instrument software or the PC software, and the change made to the template at either software will be
synchronized.

Rotate preview pixmap: the slide dynamic display style in the template preview on the home page.

The template preview can be rotated by 0° ,90° ,180° and 270° .

(6) Interface Settings

It is used to set Hospital Name, Connect to the Instrument Software, and Connect to the Pathology
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Information System (Figure 5-14).

* Hospital name: It refers to the name displayed in the middle of the bottom of the software, which

can be modified.

* Encoding: Refers to the encoding format of the data file generated by the pathology system. The

default format is UTF-8.
e Instrument IP: It refers to the IP of Slide Printer.

e LIS Cache Path: It refers to the storage path of the parsing file generated by the pathology

information system.

* Enable Parse: This function shall be enabled when connecting to the pathology information system.

After the function is enabled, the user can select from the parsing methods: “ Custom Rules”

and

“Parser”. “Custom Rules” is used to be compatible with the parsing function of a lower version; in

this case, simply select the name of the custom rule from the second drop-down box. “Parser” is used

for custom parsing rules. For details, see section 5.7 Pathology Information System Parser.

Parse file type: There are two options: text and table, which support the .txt and .xlsx formats,
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respectively;

e Separator: When the generated pathology ID file is in a .txt format, the symbol dividing each field
in the file is the separator, and the user shall fill in the input box after the separator. For example, the
symbol $ divides each field in “F$AB22123458C$05$HP” , so $ is the separator;

e Start and end of table: When the generated pathology ID file is in an .xIsx format, record the line
number of the first pathology ID in the table;

* Content to be parsed: Click the field name to be parsed;

¢ Pathology ID concatenation:

(D Disable the pathology ID concatenation: After parse, the fields will be printed in a default sequence

of “Prefix-Main ID-Sub ID (including the Section and Sub ID No.)”. The custom content will be parsed but

will not be concatenated and printed in the same line. The custom field shall be added to the template to

print the parsed custom content.

(2 Enable pathology ID concatenation: The interface is as shown in Figure 5-19 The clicked fields

Select a piece of data in the parse file, which is divided into multiple fields by the separator, sort and
number these fields from left to right (1,2,3...), which is defined as the correlation. As shown in Figure
5-21, the prefix in the correlation is 1, the main ID in the correlation is 2...... and the suffix in the
correlation is 6. When there is no corresponding field in the correlation, the custom field can be used
instead; as shown in Figure 8-5, the separator “-” has no corresponding field in the correlation, and the
custom field can be used instead.

After identifying the correlation, fill in the index count, as shown in Figure 5-22. The main ID parsed
out is “AB2212345”. The segmentation function shall be used to print the main ID “2212345: “2” is the
third character and “5” is the ninth character in the main ID, so the subscript of “Start” is 3 and the

subscript of “End” is 9.

¢ xlIsx file parse:

A piece of data in a form file is usually displayed in one row, and one column represents one field.
Number these fields according to the column name (A, B-**) (column A corresponds to 1, and column B
corresponds to 2-++), which is defined as the correlation. After identifying the correlation, fill in the index

count and use the segmentation function in the same way as described in txt file parse.
* Type resolution: You can configure the feed box and print template for the printed pathology
number by analyzing the type. See 4.2.2 Parse the Filed “Type”.
